
What is Cyclo-cross?
Cyclo-cross is a discipline of bicycle racing that consists of 2.5-
3.5km laps featuring grass, gravel, pavement, dirt, mud, sand, and 
steep hills. Many courses also feature obstacles that require riders 
to dismount and run with their bikes.  The races are about an hour 
long and some require the racers to change bikes in the “pit” with 
their mechanic.

The bikes are very technical and customizeable, allowing cyclists to 
create the best bike for particular conditions and races.  

Cyclo-cross races are great for spectators, with the World Champi-
onships attracting up to 50,000 spectators.  The short laps and 
exciting racing keep everybody excited!  Cyclo-cross is great!

Who is Shaun Adamson?
I have been racing my bike since 2000 and fell in love with cyclo-
cross in my first race in 2003.  I started travelling to the National 
Championships every year and taking my training more seriously.  I 
set the goal for myself of competing in the World Championships, 
and in January 2007, I found myself racing in Hooglede-Gits, 
Belgium with the maple leaf on my back.
